Basic Needs
We receive needs requests directly from the school system that have been identified 
by teachers, counselors, bus drivers or other school faculty.  We post these needs on 
social media.  It is successful because most needs are items that others in the 
community have and want to donate. Individuals let us know they can meet the need 
and we arrange for pick up and drop off.  If the need has not been met in 24 hours, 
we access our Angel Fund to pay for the need.
