__________ County asks that you support and co-sponsor the Restore the Partnership Act of 2009, HR3332, a bill to establish the National Commission on Intergovernmental Relations (NCIR). Congressman Gerry Connolly, former chair of the Fairfax County (Va.) Board of Supervisors, has introduced HR3332 to encourage and facilitate the fullest cooperation and coordination between all levels of government. 

NCIR would establish a permanent, independent, bipartisan group to study and consider the federal government’s intergovernmental relationships. It would bring federal, state, and local government leaders together to share experiences, look for efficiencies, foster greater collaboration and educate the public about intergovernmental relationships and responsibilities. NCIR would help ensure that county officials have a voice and an active presence in national policy issues impacting county government. 

The membership of the North Carolina Association of County Commissioners has adopted the need to enhance federal and state partnerships as one of its top five priorities to strengthen and improve county government. The NCIR would provide an ongoing forum to connect national policy makers to those local government officials charged with implementing those policies through community services and programs.

I respectfully request that you sign on as a co-sponsor to HR3332. We believe passage of this legislation would truly acknowledge the role of county government in linking national policy development with local service delivery.
